Please note, that any player who is already guaranteed a Main Tour 
place for next season, either through PIOS, IBSF or EBSA, WILL NOT be 
offered a place in the Play-offs, although if one of these players finishes 
top of the rankings, we will nominate the next highest eligible player for 
the Main Tour position. 
 
The playing format for this event is as set out on the entry form, matches 
up to and including the semi-finals are best of nine frames, with the final 
played over the best of eleven frames.

Upon arrival at the venue, you are requested to inform the Tournament 
Director of your attendance. Players who have not registered by the 
allocated time will be subject to action as referred to in the standard 
terms and conditions of competition.  We will endeavour to ensure that 
matches can start as near to their registration time as possible.  
 
We will have referees in attendance at this event to monitor and 
adjudicate matches where required and to assist in ensuring that tables 
are ready for matches to commence.  Referees will officiate on the 
second day. 
 
PRIZE FUND 
At the request of players and parents, a full breakdown of all monies 
received for these final three events has been given below. A total of 
£7,200 has been received in entry fees (32 x £225).
