FORMAT
Players should arrive from 09:30hrs onwards with registration required by
signing in with the Tournament Director by 10:00hrs.

The draw for each event will take place at 10:00hrs on and is seeded
based on current ranking position, when it is known which players have
arrived to play. Any player who does not register by 10am will not be
included in the draw, and will receive zero ranking points for that event.

Play will commence at 10:30hrs, and any player who is called and not
ready to play will start losing frames as per the standard tournament
conditions.

There will be Four round robin groups played at this venue.

All round robin group matches will be played, with players competing in a
three frame match against each of the other players in their group. At the
end of the round robins, the top TWO players in each group will
automatically qualify to the Knockout stages.

If players are level at the end of the round robin stage, then the same
criteria as applied by the IBSF and EBSA will be used to rank the players. i.e.
the following in order......

1. Matcheswon.
The best frame difference.
The result(s) of the matches between equal players.
The best differential.
If the players are still equal, a one frame play-off using frame scores,
If needed, a re-spofted black will be used.

PRIZE FUND

RANKING POINTS
The ranking points structure for this season is as follows:

Winner 225 Runner-up 180
Semi-finalists 150 Quarter Finalists (1st in group) 120
Quarter Finalists (2nd in group) 80

All players who fail to qualify from their group will receive 10 points for
aftending, plus a bonus of 10 points for each win they record. This means
that even if a player loses a couple of early games and cannot qualify to
the KO section, every match will be as important as far as the ranking
system goes.
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In order to separate players further in the rankings, those who reach the
knockout stages will also receive bonus points for each frame won in the
round that they are eliminated. Therefore, a group winner losing 2-0 in the
quarters would receive 120 points, but a player losing 2-1 at the same The English Association
stage, would receive 121 points. S nakar and DAl
