After this event, the top four players in the rankings will be invited to take 
part in the European Under 21 Championships in Bulgaria in March. 
 
TOURNAMENT FORMAT 
Players should arrive from 10.00hrs onwards with registration required 
either in person or by phone direct to the Tournament Director by 
10.30hrs.  
 
The draw for each event will take place at 10.30 hrs on the first day and 
is seeded based on current ranking positions, when it is known which 
players have arrived to play. Any player who does not register by 
10:30am will not be included in the draw, and will receive zero ranking 
points for that event. 
 
Play will commence shortly after the draw has been made, with any 
player who is called and not ready to play will start losing frames as per 
the standard tournament conditions. 
 
All round robin group matches will be played, with players competing in 
a best of five frame match against each of the other players in their 
group. At the end of the round robins, the top TWO players in each 
group will qualify to the Knockout stages.  
 
If players are level at the end of the round robin stage, then the same 
criteria as applied by the IBSF and EBSA will be used to rank the players. 
i.e. the following in order…… 

1. Matches won. 
2. The best frame difference. 
3. The result(s) of the matches between equal players. 
4. The best differential. 
5. If the players are still equal, a one frame play-off using frame 

scores, If needed, a re-spotted black will be used. 
 
If any player withdraws from the group stage for any reason after they 
have played a game, all results involving him are removed. 
 
Following the round robin stages, the last sixteen round will also take 
place on Saturday night. This will be the best of seven frames. 
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  The draw for the Knockout Stage will be seeded based upon group 
results. It is possible for players from the same group to draw each other 
in the knockout. 

FORMAT – DAY TWO 
Players should arrive from 10.00hrs onwards with registration required 
either in person or by phone direct to the Tournament Director by 
10.30hrs.  
 
The competition will be played to a conclusion over a knockout format, 
best of 7 frames. 
 
DRESS CODE 
The dress code must be adhered to by all players, and will be stringently 
applied. 
 
Smart dark trousers, smart shoes, smart polo shirt or shirt with collar. Polo 
shirts should be kept as plain as possible, those with large logo's or 
writing or colour variations (other than official EASB polo shirts) may not 
be accepted. 
 
RANKING POINT STRUCTURE 
The ranking points structure for this season is as follows: 
 
Winner   250  Runner-up   200 
Semi-finalists  165  Quarter Finalists  100 
Last 16 (1st in Group) 70  Last 16 (2nd in Group)  45 
 
Group Positions: 
3rd   20  4th    10 
5th   5            
 
In order to separate players further in the rankings, those who reach the 
knockout stages will also receive bonus points for each frame won in the 
round that they are eliminated. Therefore, a player losing 4-0 in the 
quarters would receive 80 points, but a player losing 4-3 at the same 
stage, would receive 83 points. 
 
Rankings of players on equal points shall be determined by the better 
result in the last event. 
 
The final ranking list will be made up of the best four from five events in 
total.
