NORHERN SNOOKER LEEDS 
 

THIRD WIN FOR DUFFY 
 

Adam Duffy with his 3rd win has regained the lead in this season’s English Premier 
Junior Tour Rankings after winning Event 5, Northern Snooker Centre, Leeds 
defeating Alex Dunkley in his first final of the series 4-3. 
 
After losing the 1st frame in the final after a break of 44 from Dunkley, Duffy fought 
back to lead 3-1 with breaks of 42 and 92. 
 
Dunkley won a close 5th frame with a run of 50 and won the 6th to nil a break of 41 
from Duffy in the decider settled matters. 
 
The winner and Stephen Craigie have won all this season titles with only 12 points 
between them the overall Rankings title will be settled in Stockport, Hazelgrove SC 
April 26th-27th. 
 
The top two along with Steven Gregson 3rd and Stuart Carrington 4th make up the 
England squad for the European Under 19’s next month April 5th – 10th Craigepark 
Masters, Glasgow. 
 
A number of players are still in contention for a place in the Home International 
Team, Pontins, September. 
 

Duffy only lost group 4 frames in the knockout stage he trounced Alan Moore 4-0 
with breaks of 69,62 and 63 came back from 2-0 down to beat Carrington 4-3 with a 
66 break in the last frame, Carrington 83, finally whitewashing Daniel McCann 4-0. 
 
Dunkley now ranked 7th finished 2nd in his group accounted for Kyren Wilson 4-3 
from 3-2 down twice winner Craigie 4-2 last frame on the black, Dunkley 46 and 111, 
Craigie 61,46 and a 58 in a losing frame. 
 
And lastly a 4-2 win over Steven Gregson wining the important 4th frame on a re spot. 
 
Michael Wasley posted the best figures 12-1 in qualifying for the Sunday other group 
winners Craigie, Carrington in front of Dunkley, Ryan Clark edging out Gregson 3-0, 
Kyren Wilson, Joel Walker and Lee Shanker. 
 
Carrington topped the break charts with a 133, Craigie 128 again made the most fifty 
plus breaks nine other players made century’s over the weekend.
