The following represent key differences between the 1995 and 2008 rulebooks. Revised wording applicable to the main changes are given in red or otherwise summarised. These details are not intended to report every change, but cover all essential areas.

RULES OF SNOOKER

Section 2

Section 2.9 (iv) Additional definition given for a cue-ball in hand: "When the black is re-spotted in a tied frame."

Section 4

Previous Sections 4.1 and 4.2 dealing with time wasting and unfair conduct combined, the references itemised and detailed in a new 4.1. Subsequent sections being renumbered.

Conduct

In the event of:

(a) 
a Player taking an abnormal amount of time over a stroke or the selection of a stroke, or

(b)
any conduct by a Player which in the opinion at the referee is wilfully or persistently unfair, or

(c)
any other conduct by a Player which otherwise amounts to ungentlemanly conduct, or
(d)
refusing to continue a frame, the referee shall either

(e)
warn the Player that in the event at any such further conduct the frame will be awarded to his opponent, or
(f)  
award the frame to his opponent, or

(g)
in the event that the conduct is sufficiently serious, award the game to his opponent.

If a referee has warned the Player under (e) above, in the event at any further conduct as referred to above, the referee must either

(a) 
award the frame to his opponent, or

(b)
in the event that the further conduct is sufficiently serious, award the game to his opponent.

If a referee has awarded a frame to a Player’s opponent pursuant to the above provisions, in the event of any further conduct as referred to above by the Player concerned, the referee must award the game to the Players opponent. Any decision by a referee to award a frame and/or the game to a Players opponent shall be final and shall not be subject to any appeal.

SECTION 5

5.1.c Amended to allow the Referee the option to view a camera/video recording of an incident to assist in his decision.

RULES OF BILLIARDS

Section 1.2(c) added to allow the use of yellow ball: "A set of balls may be either red, spot white and a white or red, yellow and white."

Section 2.3(b) "yellow ball" added.

Section 2.17 New paragraph prohibiting the running of a coup: "The striker when in hand deliberately pockets his cue ball when no ball(s) are in play." Subsequent paragraphs renumbered.

Section 3.1(a) Reworded to cover the use of a yellow ball.

Section 3.2. References to white ball replaced with "cue-ball"

Section 3.4(a) Reworded to cover the use of a yellow ball.

Section 3.14(r) "Running a coup" defined as a foul.

Section 4.16. "and all direct coups are fouls" added to end of paragraph.
